C.3.1 Forms of Government
1. autocracy - one person has unlimited power.  

a. monarchy - a King or Queen.  Inherited rulers.   
b. dictatorship - one leader has absolute control.
2. anarchy - the absence of any form of government
3. communism -a single ruling party owns and controls the entire economy, and in which no private ownership is allowed.   A classless society.
4. socialism - the government plays a major role in running the economy, but private ownership is also allowed and leaders may be elected by the people
5. democracy - the political power resides with the people.

a. direct democracy - the power to govern is directly in the hands of the people rather than elected representatives
b. representative democracy/republic - a form of government in which the people elect representatives to make laws for them.  (The United States has a representative democracy) 

6. oligarchy - a small group (often of wealthy people) has total control and power.  
7. theocracy - God or divine being is ultimate authority
C.3.2 Systems of Government 

1. confederal system - power is located with the independent states and there is little power in the central government.

2. parliamentary system - power lies with the legislative body and the legislature picks the prime minister
3. unitary system - almost all power is located with the central government
4. federal system - power is shared between a central government and states. The United States has a federal system.
