C.1.3 English Policies and Colonial Response
1. individual rights - rights guaranteed or belonging to a person
2. representation - a person or group acting on behalf of another person or group
3. tax - money charged by a government for specific facilities or services
4. taxation without representation - the idea that it is unfair to tax someone without giving them a voice in government
5. boycott - to refuse to purchase
6. Proclamation of 1763- England banned colonists from settling west of the Appalachian mountains after winning the French and Indian War
7. Sugar Act - 1764 to pay for the war debt the King taxed sugar and colonist began boycotting British goods
8. Stamp act - 1765 forced colonists to put expensive tax stamps on all legal documents, as well as newspapers and calendars. The tax went back to England and was not used in the colonies.  
9. Declaratory Act - The colonies were dependent on the king and declared that all laws passed in the colonies had no effect
10. Townshend Revenue Act - taxing things it knew the colonists couldn’t make for themselves: paint, glass, paper, lead, and tea. This Act also allowed British government workers to search peoples’ houses and even break down doors to seize items the homeowner hadn’t paid taxes for.
11. Boston Massacre - 1770.  This event occurred when a large crowd of colonists crowded around and harassed English soldiers. In response, the soldiers fired their guns into the crowd killing five people and injuring six. After the incident, the troops are withdrawn out of Boston. The same day as the Boston Massacre, Parliament ended all taxes on imports except for tea
12. Tea Act - 1773 Parliament made the British East India Company the only company allowed to import tea into the colonies
13. Boston Tea Party - in response to the Tea Act, a group of colonists board English ships in Boston, and dump hundreds of chests of tea into the harbor. 
14. .Intolerable Acts - a series of acts passed by Britain that they colonists could no longer tolerate.  These acts were meant to punish the colonist after the Boston Tea Party.  The first of the acts closed the port of Boston until all the damage caused by the Tea Party is paid back. The English also put Massachusetts under military rule and more troops arrived in the colony. The second of the acts made it illegal for royal officials to be brought to trial in the colonies. Instead, their trials were held in England. The third act ended the colonial government in Massachusetts and instead allowed the royal governor to appoint the colonial legislature. The fourth act (Quartering Act) ordered colonists to house troops, even in colonists’ homes. In the fifth and final act, Parliament gave land claimed by Massachusetts, Connecticut, and Virginia to Canada.

1. Declaration of Independence - a document written in 1776 that listed the basis for democratic government and the grievances of the colonists
2. grievance - a complaint
